Billy “Bill” Lynn Bond, age 68, of Hamilton, Ohio, passed away on Monday,
January 5, 2025, surrounded by family and friends. He was born on March 11,
1957, to Ross and Margaret (Moore) Bond in Hamilton. Bill proudly served in
the United States Army from 1982 to 1986 as a combat medic, attaining the
rank of Sergeant.

Following his military service, Bill
completed his undergraduate studies in nursing and went on to dedicate his
professional life to healthcare. He retired after 20 years as a Case Manager at
the University of Cincinnati Medical Center.

A
devout Catholic, Bill lived a life of service through his time in the Army and his
involvement with the Knights of Columbus. He enjoyed fishing, watching Ohio
State football, and any opportunity to sing, but most of all, he cherished
making the many children in his family laugh. Bill was a devoted husband,
father, and grandfather to his most treasured grandchildren. Visitation will be
held on Thursday, January 15, at 9am at St. Julie Billiart Catholic Church,
followed by a Mass of Christian Burial at 10am. Burial will take place at St.
