She served for seven years
during a time when the ministry moved from a small organization
with a lot of flux to a stable and effective community presence that
ultimately realized her incredible dream of becoming a licensed
medical clinic. Along the way, she cultivated personal relationships
with countless clients, touching their lives in so many ways. She
also mentored numerous volunteers and staff members, including
our current Executive Director and Nurse Manager. She developed
new programs and services for the center (while expanding existing
ones) and created long-lasting professional relationships with
churches and other clinics. She was a powerful spokesperson for
the gospel and the sanctity of life in San Francisco, a gifted speaker
at churches, a teacher at San Francisco Christian School, and an
advocate at various other pro-life forums. We weren’t surprised
when she received the 15th annual St. Gianna Molla award for pro-
life heroism, and they described her as one of the ”most respected
and admired people in the pro-life movement.”
