
Jack H. Miller
January 7, 1926 - April 26, 2015

Jack Heldman Miller, age 89, of Hamilton, died peacefully in his sleep at home
on Sunday, April 26, 2015. He was born on January 7, 1926 in Cincinnati,
Ohio, the son of Sarah Ethel (Breadon) and Noah A. Miller, both deceased.
He was preceded in death by his brother Tom, son Danny, great-grand
daughter Kylee, Aunt Callie and Ruthie. Jack received his education at Walnut
Hills High School, Hughes High School, and the University of Cincinnati. Jack
retired from the Bell telephone Company in 1988 after 40 years of service. He
continued working at Time Warner Cable Company and his own company,
Miami Sound Systems. He had diverse and passionate interests in music, as
a self-taught guitarist and keyboardist; clowning, graduating from the Clown
College of Cincinnati; aviation, obtaining licenses in 1949 for both land and
water aircraft; entertaining, as a puppeteer, magician, and Santa for children
of all ages; reading, exclusively non-fiction; and collecting cook books. In
1944, Jack joined the U.S. Navy and is a veteran of the second battle of
Guam and subsequently an intelligence radio officer in the Pacific Theater.
During his military career he was awarded Navy Unit Commendation, Asiatic
Pacific Campaign, and World War II Victory Military Ribbons. Jack was
involved with many organizations including lifetime memberships in the
International Order of Merlin (of which he was most proud), Knights of
Columbus, American Legion, Cinti. Bell Pioneers, VA of Cincinnati, and was
commissioned as Colonel in the Honorable Order of Kentucky Colonels. He
was a member of the Oxford Ohio Barbershop Quartet and was a BSA



scoutmaster for his sons. He is survived by his loving wife of 66 years, Virginia
